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Excursion Varignana

Description of the route with sites of interest

1.

Via Ca’ Masino
Exit the gate of Via Ca' Masino 611, turn left and continue until the first crossroad on the left; turn
onto the unpaved road that runs along the fence of the resort.

Torre Currently under restoration; it will become one of the villas of the resort.
Continue on the new road descending from Via Ca' Masino to a house on the left hand side.

Rio rosso Recognizable from reeds surrounding it. Spotlights: the oaks, the acacias and the cherry
trees that adorn this stretch of the path.

Continue along a cultivated area with trees lining the unpaved road and you will reach the lowest
point of the route at154m asl, at Rio Rosso. From here, the road continues uphill.

Il Monte Small residential area on the hills; to be noticed, some specimens of Honey Locust,
Sycamore Maple, a big Poplarand a Tamarisk.

The'll Monte' residential area starts in correspondence of a right turn; skip the intersection on the
left and continue along a tree-lined stretch of road.

Cavalleggeri Residential area featuring some specimens of Himalayan Cedar and a vegetable
garden at the edge of the road.

Shortly after reaching Cavalleggeri, you will pass through 2 columns that used to delimit the
farmhouse area. Continuing along the road, you will see some lines of 'evergreen' trees.

La Cappella Small church dating back to the 17th century, currently under restoration. This is the
highest pointofthe route, offering a 360° panoramic view, where you can admire: to the south west,
the peaks of Monte Calderaro with its antennas, Monte Grande and Monte Cerere (the area of the
Gothic Line); always to the south west at a lower altitude, you may see the Gaiana stream and the
calanchiof Vedriano, carved by the waters of Rio Cuzzano; to the west, the church of Settefonti with
its bell tower, overlooking the ridge and the Tower House (Visitor Centre of the Regional Park of the
Gessi Bolognesi e Calanchi dell’/Abbadessa); finally, to the north, the Via Emilia and Osteria Grande
with the valley behind.

Ca’ Tamburina Just beyond Ca' Tamburina, to the west, the route opens towards Bologna; from
here, the fairground buildings and the Unipol tower may be easily recognised.

From the church, continue descending on the right along the fields and walk past the edge of a
pond, until you arrive in Via Ca' Masino at Ca' Tamburina.

Canovetta
Pass the crossroad on the left at Canovetta, from here you can walk the ridge of the calanchiand
descend to the Gaiana stream.

Ca’ Termini Building destroyed during World War Il and rebuilt in 1948.
Go forward to Ca' Termini, pass the village and continue on Via Ca' Masino, walk past intersection
to the Tower and you will reach the gate of the resort.
